2008 Community Impact Grants:

In 2008 the United Way Board of Directors awarded $80,350 to 5 Community Impact Grants.  The projects were to address poverty and/or accessibility issues in the City and County of Peterborough.

· $26,179 for CMHA/VON Collaborative project extension for the Street Worker.  The project supports individuals who are homeless.  They will receive assistance with securing and maintaining housing, assistance with mental health needs, assistance with addictions and income support.
· $5,000 for Food for Kids Peterborough for the development of three breakfast and snack programs in within the County/City.  Breakfast and snack programs in area schools, helps to ensure that any student that arrives at school hungry can access something nourishing to eat, in a welcoming environment that respects the student’s dignity.
· $5,500 – Learning Disabilities Association of Peterborough for the provision of tutoring services in rural communities, ensuring that children who would benefit from specialized tutoring will have open access regardless of their family’s financial challenges.
· $38,323 – Peterborough Family Resource Centre for the Peterborough School for Young Moms, an innovative community partnership.  The school gives young pregnant and parenting teens the opportunity to continue their high school education while receiving onsite child care for their infants, increase their parenting skills and address their physical, social and emotional needs. 
· $5,348 – The Carriage House Alternative Education Program is an alternative education program for homeless youth.  The funding will provide a well balanced meal at breakfast or during lunch as well as nutritional training and will help reduce the barrier to education that hunger builds.
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
