· Monday, October 12, (Thanksgiving Day) from 10 am to 1 pm at Vinnies’ 539 George Street North location

· Monday, October 12, from 2 pm to 4 pm at Vinnies’ Lakefield location on Queen     Street
“Our volunteers will be wearing masks and we ask that anyone dropping off clean, gently used winter outer wear to please do the same when approaching the volunteers,” Russell said, acknowledging this third year of partnering with Vinnies on the collection of the Coats. 

Vinnes’ staff and volunteers assist the program by sorting the donated items. 

“We are pleased to be able to join with the United Way once again to ensure warm winter coats are available for our community,” said Mike Warren, chair of the store committee of the Society of St. Vincent de Paul.

All coats donated for the Coats For Kids and Adults too! program will be distributed free of charge on Sunday, October 25 from 9 am to 2 pm at the Morrow Building at 151 Lansdowne St.

COVID-19 protocols will be in strict force for the Distribution. Attendees will be screened by volunteers before entering the building, must wear a mask and will be asked to ensure they physically distance from others inside. There will also be hand sanitizers on hand.

“We are asking people to come to the distribution knowing the coat sizes they need as we must limit the amount of touching of the coats,” Russell said.
